- In case of emergency, without notice if necessary.
- Entry must be at reasonable times and with respect to the Tenant’s peace and privacy.

Repairs and Maintenance:
The Tenant must notify the Landlord promptly of any damage or need for repairs.
The Landlord must carry out repairs and maintenance within a reasonable time frame.
Urgent repairs must be addressed promptly as per legal requirements.

Termination of Tenancy:
Termination must comply with the Residential Tenancies Act 1997 (Vic).
Notice periods apply as follows:
- Tenant may terminate with 28 days' notice (periodic tenancy) or at end of fixed term.
- Landlord must provide valid grounds and appropriate notice period (e.g. 120 days for no specified reason).
Early termination may be possible by mutual agreement or as per law.

Condition Report:
A Condition Report will be completed at the start and end of tenancy, detailing the state of the property.
Both parties will sign the report, which will be used to assess bond claims if any.

Dispute Resolution:
The parties agree to make reasonable efforts to resolve disputes amicably.
If unresolved, disputes may be referred to the Victorian Civil and Administrative Tribunal (VCAT) or other relevant authorities.
